The assignment of an ‘I’ requires a written
agreement between the instructor and student specifying the time and manner in which the student
will complete the course requirement. In no event may any such written agreement allow a period of
longer than one year to complete the course requirements.”

“For graduate and professional students, an ;'I’ is to remain on the transcript until changed by the
instructor or department. For all other students, work to make up an ‘I’ must be submitted within one
year of the last day of final examinations of the term in which the ‘I’ was given; if not submitted by that
time, the ‘I’ will automatically change to an ‘F’ (if the student was registered on the A-F system) or an
‘N’ (if the student was registered on the S-N system) for the course.”
